COURSE DESCRIPTION

German |11 will move from a comfortable use of present, simple past, and present perfect to include the subjunctive forms. We will expand our use of hominative, accusative,
dative, and genitive cases in smple and compound sentences. Studentswill be expected to read German poems, stories, and novelson their own timein order to use classtime
primarily for discussing ideasin German. We will study the various historical and artistic developments of German-speaking countries. Each week the class will choose another
grammatica structureto work onthat gives us difficulty.
